Eligibility Requirements: 
 
Active - Membership in the DuVal Family Association, Inc. is limited to the direct descendants of the 
Huguenot Daniel DuVal. Lineage must be through bloodline and not through adoption.  
 
Junior - Children under the age of 18 may join as Junior members without the right to vote or hold 
office.  
 
Associate - Spouses and legally adopted adult children of descendants may join as Associate members 
without the right to vote or hold office. 
 
The full name of the applicant shall be used (no initials). All dates are to be written as Day, Month and 
Year i.e. 16 Oct 1997
